A sparkling and provocative corps de ballet, songs 

and fragments of dialogue entrusted to performers who are advanced in years.

Chiara Frigo Choreographer and perfomer. Graduated in molecular biology, in 2006 Chiara Frigo 

makes her first creation Corpo in DoppiaElica, that is awarded the third prize at 10th Festival 

Choreographers Miniatures – Belgrade. In 2008, her solo Takeya is awarded the first prize at 

GD’A Veneto Anticorpi XL and is selected in Aerowaves 2009, a European network for emergent 

artists. In 2010, she is engaged in international projects generated from the collaboration between 

Operaestate Festival Veneto, Canada, SNDO (Amsterdam) and she is invited with Takeya at the 

Creative Forum in Alexandria (Egypt). Her creation Nonsostare is presented at Auditorium Parco 

della Musica in Rome as a finalist project in Premio Equilibrio. Suite-Hope, supported by La 

Caldera Barcelona and CSC Bassano, is selected in Aerowaves 2012 and in the Italian Dance 

Platform (Edinburgh). At present, she is engaged in the project When We Were Old, developed 



from the collaboration with quebecois choreographer Emmanuel Jouthe. The piece premiered in 

April 2013 at l’Agora de la Danse in Montréal within Tangente.
